Result of laboratory analysis: The seized Counterfeit Indian Currency
Notes were of High Quality Counterfeit Indian Currency Notes as opined
by Bharatiya Reserve Bank Note Mudran (P) Ltd., Salboni,
PaschimMidnapore, WB. (As mentioned in para 17.3)

Brief facts of the case:

The fact of the case in brief is that on 06.05.2015, on the basis of specific
source information, a team of Border Security Force (hereinafter referred
as BSF) personnel posted at BSF Border Outpost, Daulatpur, headed by
Inspector Jai Bahadur, 20Bn, BSF, 17 Mile, Malda, WB, recovered and
seized a huge quantity of Fake Indian Currency Notes (Hereinafter referred
as FICNs) having face value of Rs. 64,65,000/-, from the possession of one
Barkat @ Barkat Ali, son of Ifaz Sk, near the Border Pillar No. 170 of
Indo-Bangladesh International Border adjacent to the Indo-Bangladesh
Border Fencing (Hereinafter referred as IBBF) at Daulatpur Village, located
under Baishnabnagar PS of Malda district. Accordingly, a complaint was

lodged by Shri Jai Bahadur, Inspector, BSF 20 Bn. 17 Mile, Malda at the

Baishnabnagar PS on 07.05.2015 and seized FICNs and other articles
were handed over to the Baishnabnagar PS along with the apprehended

accused person.

Accordingly, Baishnabnagar PS registered the FIR No. 254/15 dated
07.05.2015 and investigation was entrusted to _ of
Baishnabnagar PS who arrested the accused person and also by re-seized
the recovered FICNs and other articles and commenced investigation of

the case.

As per the instruction of Ministry of Home Affairs, Govt. of India order No.
11011/32/2015-IS.IV dated 09.06.2015, the National Investigation
Agency took up the investigation of this case by re-registering the case as
NIA case No. 06/2015/NIA-DLI dated 12.06.2015 u/s 489B/489C/120B
of IPC arising out of Baishnabnagar P.S case No. 254/2015.

Facts Disclosed During further Investigation:

During the investigation carried out by the Baishnabnagar PS, the seized
Fake Indian Currency Notes / Counterfeit Indian Currency Notes were
sent to |

I (- 2uthorized forensic laboratory for the purpose of

forensic examination and opinion thereof. Further several attempts were
made by the 1.O. of the local police to recover more such Fake Indian

Currency Notes and to apprehend the accomplices of the accused.

However, considering the gravity of the offence, the Ministry of Home
Affairs, Government of India, vide its order No. 11011/32/2015-IS.1IV dated
09.06.2015 suo moto directed the National Investigation Agency (hereinafter
referred as NIA) to take up the investigation of the case. Accordingly,
National Investigation Agency, took up the investigation on 12.06.2015 of

the instant case.
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
